Rules of Engagement Status

Lorraine Martin

Lorraine opened the meeting and took roll call.  The majority of the C2 Portal team was represented.  Lorraine reviewed the agenda that had been sent to the attendees.  She began by explaining where we are on the Rules of Engagement for the effort.  There were no concerns raised regarding the current approach of providing the AF a letter from Industry for the Rapid Solution demonstration.  A letter is expected back from Mr. Mlezvia.  Pete Tonelli offered to check the status of the return letter.    During this discussion, a question was raised as to the vision for the eventual portal.  Rich Byrne provided some input and described the effort as focused on capturing business workflow for the C2 community.  Lorraine took the action to provide a straw man vision statement for the portal and the rapid solution.  It will be placed on the Program Planning page for review and comment.  Randy Schmidt commented that he thought we were restricted from having content related to AEF or AOC.  The discussion continued that industry will define the ultimate scope and we need to ensure it makes sense to us, but we did not know of any predefined constraints.

Hardware



Bill Van Order

Lorraine opened by explaining that we need to close on both the hardware and software architecture.  We are looking to enable all to have a place in the demonstration, but we will need to set the final strategy this week.  If things don't work as planned we can always adjust, but we need a going in plan.  Bill Vanorder next reviewed the draft hardware diagram that had previously been posted on the Planning Page.

Cisco suggested that the cache engine might work well at the user point of access, namely the conference center.  It may assist with the responsiveness of the overall demonstration.  We covered the topic of where the portal server would be located for the actual event.  This was a topic left open at the 16 Aug planning session.  There were perceived issues with accessing the Internet from the conference center.  Lt Pete Modigliani had done some research and suggested that we contact Sgt Patrick Libby on this item. He feels that should be fine for running live from the conference center, over the Internet to our server elsewhere.  It was agreed that this was the most "real" presentation and desired.  Lorraine took the action to work with Sgt Libby and finalize the plan.  Chuck Whitechurch offered some experiences at Oracle with getting to the .mil sites.  There is an open issue as to whether we will need to access the NIPRNET for the demonstration.  Bill VanOrder took the action to update the hardware diagram.   

Software Architecture Items

Lorraine Martin/Bill Van Order

Discussed the need to support heterogeneous and ubiquitous client access by intel and UNIX clients by both IE and Netscape browsers to approximate AF environment.   Digital Dashboard only supports IE platforms.  Issue with WebDB interfacing with Digital Dash board.   PlumTree portal frame work product will be added to portal framework which provides integration to both Microsoft Digital Dash board webparts and Oracle WebDB. 

There was a request to ensure that the portal could be accessed for some short time after the actual President's forum, say for 10-14 days.  Also, if possible it should be up prior to the meeting, in the event that attendees would like to view it before the meeting.  Bill Vanorder took the action to consider that in the schedule.  LM offered to collect web stats on the access during this time.   This lead to a discussion of URL names.  LM will have to get a name registered ASAP.  Several options were discussed.  While we still work to resolve what the name of the Portal is (see voting on the Planning Page) LM will get a name that will be "close".  The development team will need to ensure that the portal itself reflects the final name that fits the scope of the effort best, as determined by the group.  LM has registered myc2portal.com.

Oracle will make arrangements for developers training on IAS.  They offered a variety of tools.  (Bill)

Content area definition

Bob Ladden explained that he would be getting with each content area lead and working to layout their area. The schedule for content coordination is included in the overall schedule, again on the Planning Page. 

Discussed were C2 portal content would be stored, excluding content feeds.   Oracle content will be in the Oracle 8I database.  Microsoft content will be resident on SQL server.  Other content may either be resident on Oracle or SQL server as appropriate to each application provider.
