It is designed to work 24 hours a day in all weather conditions.  Applications include covert and overt vehicle monitoring, access control, border and mobile surveillance.  The system provides access to local databases and access to remote databases using wireless communication links.

In the UK Appian Technology are the main supplier of ALPR for port security and the only supplier of ALPR used by the police for port anti-terrorism.  In addition the TalonTM system is currently used at ten UK ports, two major airports, one of which is Heathrow and London Docklands.

Appian has recently completed the installation of a replacement ALPR system for the City of London ‘Ring-of-Steel’.  This installation ensures that all vehicles entering London’s high profile Centre of Commerce are identified and checked against police and other security databases.
