SUBJECT:  Joint Expeditionary Force Experiment (JEFX) 02 Late Initiative Submission Policy

1. This memorandum establishes the JEFX policy for accepting and evaluating proposed JEFX 02 initiatives submitted outside of the established submission process.

2. Initiatives submitted after the initial Commerce Business Daily deadline that are of exceptional merit and utility may be accepted and evaluated for possible inclusion into the experiment provided they fulfill the following requirements:

a. Initiatives will be submitted prior to 1 Oct 01.

b. Initiatives will have complete documentation required by the original Commerce Business Daily announcement found posted on the ESC HERBB web site.

c. Initiatives will be submitted directly to the AC2ISRC/CC via MAJCOM/CV or equivalent endorsements.  The Air Force Experimentation Office (AFEO) will review all proposed initiatives.

3. Subject matter experts will conduct an initial operational utility review.  If a determination is made to proceed with the initiative review, AFEO will pass the proposal to ESC to enter it into the initiative evaluation process.  Standard levels of review will follow.  Final recommendations will be made to the JEFX 02 configuration control board work approval.  Acceptance of late submission is not guaranteed.  Proposals will be subjected to utility, cost, and risk evaluations as was done for all previous initiatives.
