GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1.1
GUIDELINES


This section provides general guidance for preparing proposals for RFP F19628-02-R-0023 as well as specific instructions on the format and content of the proposals.  The Offeror’s proposal must include all data and information requested by the IFPP and must be submitted in accordance with these instructions.  The Offeror shall be compliant with Section C, Clause C001, Statement of Work (SOW); Drawings Package located at www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil, and Model Contract (Sections A-J of the contract).   The Government will read/evaluate only the maximum number of pages allowed.  The Government will not read or evaluate any information contained on any page that exceeds the page limit specified in Paragraph 1.3.1, Table 1, Proposal Organization.  All proposed technical, management, performance and schedule capabilities to meet the requirements shall be realistic and are subject to verification by the Government.  The proposal and all attachments will be used to evaluate and rate each offeror.


Alternate proposals are not permitted.  The term “alternate proposal” includes a second proposal or a proposal(s) that offers multiple products for the same CLIN/SubCLIN.  The proposal shall be unclassified.  Proposals in the quantities specified in Table 1 shall be delivered to the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) at the following address:

Proposals shall be clearly marked “For Official Use Only” and “Source Selection Information - See FAR 3.104”.  The proposal shall be clear, concise, and include sufficient detail for effective evaluation.  The offeror shall substantiate the validity of all elements of the proposal.  The proposals should not simply rephrase or restate the Government’s requirements, but should provide rationale to address how the offeror intends to meet the requirements.  Offerors should assume the Government has no prior knowledge of their facilities or experience and evaluations will be based on the information presented in the offeror’s proposal.  If information required for proposal evaluation is not found in the section designated for its presentation, it may not be evaluated.


Each volume shall be written to the greatest extent possible, as a stand-alone document so that its contents may be evaluated with minimum cross referencing to other volumes of the proposal.  Cross referencing within proposal volumes is permitted where it will conserve space without impairing clarity.


The proposal shall be valid for a period of not less than 180 days from the proposal due date.  The offeror shall make a clear statement that the proposal is valid until this date in Volume IV of the proposal.


Offerors are permitted to exceed technical, manufacturing, delivery and other Government requirements wherever such additional capabilities are consistent with the evaluation criteria stated in Section M of the solicitation.


Each volume shall contain a glossary of all abbreviations and acronyms used, with an explanation for each.  Glossaries do not count against page limits for their respective volumes.


The proposal shall be submitted in three steps.  Proposal Volume II, Present and Past Performance, shall be submitted within 14 days from receipt of the Request for Proposal (RFP).  Volume I, Technical/Management Proposal, and Volume IV, Contracts, shall be submitted within 30 days of receipt of this RFP.  A request for submission of Volume III, Price Proposal, will be made approximately 10 days after receipt of the other volumes.  Volume III must be submitted to the Government no later than 7 days after the date of the request.  Further submission requirements are detailed in Table 1 of this section.  The proposal shall be valid for a period of not less than 180 days from the required submission date of the Price Proposal and final Technical Proposal updates.  The Offeror shall make a clear statement in Volume III of the proposal that the proposal is valid until this date.

RESTRICTIONS ON DISCLOSURE AND USE OF PROPOSAL DATA


The proposal may include data, such as technical design or concept, financial data or management plans, that the offeror does not want disclosed to the public or used by the Government for any purpose other than evaluation of the proposal.  If an offeror wishes to restrict disclosure or use of the proposal, it must be conspicuously marked with the restrictions.

1.3.2
Binding and Labeling


Each volume of the proposal shall be separately bound in a presentation folder or three-hole loose-leaf binder.  Attachments for each volume shall be either bound in the volume or separately bound in a presentation folder or three-ring, loose-leaf binder.  Staples shall not be used.  A cover sheet shall be bound in each book that is clearly marked as to volume number, title, copy number, RFP identification and the offeror’s name.  The same identifying data shall be placed on the spine of each folder/binder to facilitate identification and accountability when placed in a vertical position on the shelf of a storage cabinet.  All documents shall have a color other than red or bright orange.


Proposal volume covers and administrative information shall consist of the following:  (1) An outside cover printed on card stock; (2) An inside cover page; (3) A preface of no more than one page; (4) A detailed table of contents for the volume or attachment in question; and (4) Complete lists of illustrations and tables contained within the volume or attachment.  The required covers and administrative information shall not be counted against the page limitations for any volumes or attachments of the proposal.


A letter of transmittal or executive cover letter may be included within your proposal submission.  If bound separately from the four volumes of the proposal, any accompanying letter(s) shall be considered additional administrative material and will not be provided to the evaluation team.  If you wish to include an executive cover letter to be considered during the evaluation process it must be bound within the appropriate volume or volumes of the proposal and should be placed between the outside and inside cover pages.  Bound cover letters shall be counted against the page limitations of each volume within which they are found.

Pages and Typing


Page size shall be 8.5 x 11 inches, not including foldouts.  Pages shall be single-spaced.  With the exception of reproduced sections of the solicitation document in other volumes, the type shall be no less than 11 points.  Pages shall be numbered in sequence by volume and part within each volume.


Page limits shall be treated as maximums.  If exceeded, the excess pages will not be read or considered in the evaluation of the proposal.  When both sides of a sheet display printed material, the two-sided sheet shall be counted as 2 pages.

Indexing


Each volume shall contain a more detailed table of contents to delineate the subparagraphs within that volume.  Tab indexing shall be used to identify sections.  Cover pages, tables of contents, tab indices that contain no information other than section identification, cross reference indexing and glossaries are excluded from the total page count.

Foldouts


Legible tables, charts and graphs shall be used wherever practical to depict organizations, systems and layout, implementation schedules, plans, etc.  These displays shall be uncomplicated, legible and shall not exceed 11 by 17 inches in size.  Foldout pages shall fold entirely within the volume and each 8.5 x 11 surface, or fraction thereof, of a foldout shall be counted as a separate page.  Foldout pages may only be used for large tables, charts, graphs, diagrams and schematics; not for pages of text.  The type for all charts, graphs and figures contained in either 8.5 x 11 or 11 x 17 pages shall be no smaller than 5 point.

Subcontract Information


If a subcontractor is proposed for any task, the same information must be supplied regarding its capability and experience as would be supplied if the subcontractor were the prime contractor under the contract.

Price Documentation


All price documentation shall be addressed ONLY in the Price Volume and Contract Volume.  Cost trade-off information, work-hour estimates and material types and quantities may be used in other volumes only as appropriate for presenting rationale for alternatives and trade-off decisions.

PROPOSAL VOLUMES


Each proposal submitted in response to this Request for Proposal (RFP) must adhere to the format and content instructions set forth below.  The instructions presented have been specifically tailored to the evaluation criteria to be applied during proposal evaluation.  All offerors are cautioned against presentation of additional material of a complex or voluminous nature as this could hamper the evaluation of your offer and cause it to be viewed in a less favorable light than it might otherwise deserve.  No price information or data shall be presented outside of Volume III, Price Proposal.

2.1
TECHNICAL/MANAGEMENT PROPOSAL - VOLUME I


The Technical/Management Volume must provide the Government with visibility into the offeror’s proposed approach and understanding of the manufacturing and delivery requirements.  The volume will contain the offeror’s approach for meeting all of the requirements contained in the Drawings Package (located at www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil), delivery schedule, SOW and Sections A – J of the Model Contract.  The delivery requirements schedule is contained in Section F.  The Government furnished drawings for MMB 1, MMB 2, MMB 4, rubber mats, and locating pin are incorporated by reference into the RFP.  The volume shall provide an overview of the entire technical effort.  Specific technical areas shall be addressed in the appropriate attachments.  As a minimum, the Offeror shall describe the following:

2.1.1
 Manufacturing of Individual Items


a. The proposed manufacturing approach for each of the individual items, including:  use of subcontractors, processes, manufacturing equipment and capabilities/capacity of this equipment.  A detailed Bill of Materials (without cost or pricing information) for each drawing provided with the RFP.  The manufacturing capacity for meeting all of the requirements within the specified time following option award shall be addressed.  The evaluation of Manufacturing of Individual Items will include any manufacturing accreditation documentation, as appropriate.


b. The approach and schedule for the delivery of the items at all of the locations shown in Section F.  The requirement is to start equipment deliveries as soon as possible with the final deliveries to be completed within the specified time following option award.  Note that the government’s current concept is to award only the options titled “Initial Delivery for (Base X)” initially, followed by award of the remainder of each group after successful delivery and evaluation of the initial delivery.


c. The in-place quality assurance process for ensuring the delivery of high quality items for the duration of the contract.  Include subcontractor activities, if applicable.  If system is not in place, describe system to be implemented and detailed implementation schedule.


d. Final acceptance at destination will include measurement of blocks, visual inspection for transit damage, and bill of lading reconciliation.

Delivery Capability

Describe the approach for delivering the items from the manufacturing facilities to the various locations shown in Section F.  Include plan for unloading at destination. Demonstrate an understanding of the criteria and process for delivering items to Air Force bases and other Government facilities/installations.  Offerors who want to propose on CLINs 0001, 0002, or 0003 individually, but do not want to be awarded more than one of them, must state so explicitly.

Offerors are advised that they can propose on any or all of the CLINs, but they must propose on a CLIN in its entirety (i.e. all SubCLINs thereto).

Technical In-Plant Review

During the source selection, the Government may perform a Technical In-Plant Review (TIPR) of each offeror’s facilities to determine each offeror’s capability to successfully accomplish the program.  If performed, a small team from ESC will conduct the TIPR.  Offerors should be prepared to host a Government team for one day at the Offeror’s proposed manufacturing facility.  The TIPR will be scheduled to start approximately 5 days after submission of written technical proposals.  The order of the TIPR will be determined by a random drawing combined with geographic locations.  The Government will provide 2 days advance notification of its planned arrival.

Attachment 1 – Master Delivery Schedule (MDS)

The Offeror shall provide a MDS as part of their proposal submittal.  The MDS shall contain a detailed set of related events that will be performed by the offeror to manufacture and deliver all the required MMBs and the associated equipment to all of the required locations as shown the MMB Delivery Requirements Document.  It shall include the timelines for all of the events and show the predecessor/successor relationships.  The activities and tasks will be sufficient to account for the all the deliveries under contract.

Present and Past Performance Instructions-Contract Information


Provide present and past performance information in accordance with the format contained in Figure 1, Present and Past Performance Questionnaire and in the following guidelines:


a. The Offeror shall complete the questionnaire contained in Figure 1 for at least three contracts going back no more than three years that the Offeror considers relevant in demonstrating its ability to perform the proposed effort.  A job may be considered relevant if it has similar scope, quantity, schedule, and/or manufacturing tolerances to those specified for this job.  This information may include data on efforts performed by other divisions, corporate management, critical subcontractors (15% of total effort), or teaming contractors, if such resources will be used or significantly influence the performance of the proposed effort.  The Offeror is requested to focus its questionnaire responses to clearly correlate present and past performance with the source selection areas and factors identified in Section M, Evaluation Criteria for Award.


b. Demonstrated capability for management planning and control and any contractual efforts in the appropriate technology and manufacturing experience.  The Offeror may expand the answering space on the questionnaire so that the filled-in questionnaire covers both sides of one page.  The Offeror shall not include performance data from other divisions or corporate management entities not planned for direct involvement during the MMB Production Program.  The Offerors shall provide the most current information for the Government or Industry points of contact identified on the questionnaire.


c. The requested present and past performance information shall be provided in a separate volume labeled, “Volume II - Present and Past Performance Information.”  The page count shall be limited to one page, both sides for each contract addressed plus one page that lists (i.e., by program name and contract number) all active/open contracts with USAF Electronics System Center on which the proposing prime contractor, critical subcontractors, or teaming contractors are performing or have performed.

Past Performance Evaluation Instructions-Customer Feedback


The Past Performance Evaluation - Customer Feedback Questionnaire is to be sent to prior customers identified by offerors in the Figure 1 questionnaire.  The customer is to complete the form and return it to the point of contact identified in Figure 2.  The Offeror will allow past customers to provide information and evaluations in accordance with the format contained in Figure 2, Past Performance Evaluation Questionnaire and in the following guidelines:


a. The Customer shall complete the questionnaire contained in Figure 2 for all active or completed (i.e., completed within the last three years) contracts that the Customer considers relevant in demonstrating the vendor’s ability to perform the proposed effort.  If the total number of such contracts exceeds ten (10), the Customer shall address the ten most recent projects.  

b.  The Customer may expand the answering space on the questionnaire so that the filled-in questionnaire covers both sides of one page.
