
Capabilities Request 

Air Force Enterprise Information Management (EIM) Program

1.  The Electronic Systems Center, Materiel Systems Group (ESC/MSG) located at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base (WPAFB) is issuing this synopsis for the purpose of initiating the competition that will lead to the issuance of a Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) for the EIM program.  This BPA will be issued against General Services Administration Schedules (GSA) utilizing Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 8 procedures.

2.  The EIM program objective is to implement capabilities that enhance Air Force business operations by providing decision-makers and all AF personnel with on-demand access to authoritative, relevant and sufficient information to perform their duties efficiently and effectively.

3.  The Air Force requires an integrated software suite of Commercial Off-The-Shelf (COTS) products for an EIM capability.  This single, integrated solution can be made up of one or more software products that can support the EIM objective.

4.  EIM is designed to provide the Air Force a standard capability to support electronic workflow management, records management, document management, content management, collaboration, knowledge management, and electronic forms and publications (Information Management Tools (IMTs)).   The Air Force has chosen PureEdge as the IMT solution.

5.  This effort is reserved for Small Business.  Therefore, only those companies that are small business and meet the size standard for the North American Industry

Classification System (NAICS) code 541519 (see paragraph 11) should submit a capabilities statement.

6.  This announcement is considered the start of the EIM competition, and no further announcements will be made.   All questions and comments concerning this program must go through the Materiel Systems Group Contracting Office and should be submitted to Shelley.Johnson@wpafb.af.mil or Timothy.Hannah@wpafb.af.mil .

7.  The purpose of this announcement is to request capability statements from prospective small business offerors.  This is the first step in a multiple step process as follows: 

Step 1 Capability Statements

a. The capability statements will be used by the Air Force to identify the best-qualified offeror(s). 

b. To determine the best-qualified offerors, the Air Force will evaluate the capability statements provided by the offerors in accordance with the criteria described in paragraph 8.  Only those determined best qualified by the Government will automatically receive a copy of the Request for Quote (RFQ).  The determination of best qualified is our recommendation that your proposal has the potential of successfully satisfying Air Force requirements, so that you can make a determination on where best to spend your bid and proposal (B&P) dollars.     

c. Those determined not best qualified will be notified in writing and will not automatically receive an RFQ, but may request a copy of the RFQ in writing from the MSG Contracting Office at MSG/PKA, 4375 Chidlaw Rd, Room C022, WPAFB OH 45433 or the email addresses listed in Paragraph e below.  Those determined not to be best qualified, but still want to participate in Step 2 and have requested a copy of the RFQ from MSG/PKA, will be allowed to submit a proposal.

d. Failure to submit a capability statement will preclude an offeror from taking part in Step 2.  

e. To be considered, all capability statements are due by 1 Apr 04 at 3:00 PM EST.  Submit your capability statement to the MSG Contracting Officers:  Shelley Johnson and Tim Hannah. Step 2 Request for Quote (RFQ)

a. The RFQ will be used by the Air Force to identify the offeror determined to be best value by the Government.

b. Each offeror will be required to provide a stand-alone demonstration as part of the RFQ process.  It is anticipated that offerors will have up to two (2) hours to complete a stand-alone demonstration.  Offerors will not load their application on any Government network or portal; the demonstration must be on offeror-owned equipment. 

c. The Government will evaluate the proposals in accordance with the evaluation criteria identified in the RFQ.  The evaluation will identify the best value offeror.  

8.  The response to the capability statement (Step 1) must address the following criteria:

a. EIM Capability Correlation Matrix  

Complete and provide the attached EIM Capability Correlation Matrix 

(Attachment 1).  Insert the appropriate number from the table below in the “Provided” column based on the ability of the product solution to meet each capability.  Do not change, add, delete, or reorder any of the lines in the matrix.  Any comments in the “Explanation” column are limited to sixty (60) words.  Completion of this matrix is not counted against the total ten (10)- page limitation.

Provide a description of the capabilities of the offeror’s proposed EIM integrated product solution based on the offeror’s response to the EIM Capability Correlation Matrix (ECCM) (Attachment 1).  Program requirements can be found in the EIM Capability Development Document (CDD) dated 25 Nov 03 (Attachment 2) and the EIM Content Management System Description dated 9 Mar 04 (Attachment 3).  The capabilities include:

Workflow Management

Records Management

Document Management

Content Management

PureEdge IMTs - If the proposed solution requires the use of separate software components, include a description of its ability to interoperate with PureEdge IMTs. 

Collaboration

Knowledge Management

The response to 8.b.1 will be evaluated against how well the offeror’s solution meets/exceeds the capabilities identified in the ECCM. 

2.  Provide a description of the ability of the proposed product solution to integrate with the GCSS-AF Integration Framework (IF) based on the offeror’s response to the EIM GCSS-AF Questionnaire (Attachment 4).  

The response to 8.b.2 will be evaluated against the expected ability of the offeror’s solution to integrate with GCSS-AF software/hardware or similar infrastructure.

3.  Provide a description of the offeror’s integration approach to include experience with hosting software products on GCSS-AF IF and currently available GCSS-AF expertise to support EIM product integration.

The response to 8.b.3 will be evaluated against the expected ability of the offeror’s experience to integrate with GCSS-AF software/hardware or similar infrastructure.

4.  Provide a description of the scalability of the proposed product solution across a potential worldwide population up to 1.2M users.

The response to 8.b.4 will be evaluated against offeror’s proven and/or planned level of scalability with their proposed product solution.

c. EIM GCSS-AF Questionnaire

Complete and provide the attached EIM GCSS-AF Integration Questionnaire (Attachment 4).  Insert the appropriate response in the adjacent column.  Do not add, change, delete, or reorder any of the lines in Attachment 4.  Completion of this questionnaire is not counted against the total ten (10) -page limitations.

The items in paragraph 8 above are in descending order of importance with a. and b. being of equal importance to each other, and c. being of lesser importance.   

9.  The Small Business Administration (SBA) uses the NAICS Codes to establish size standards on an industry-by-industry basis.  The NAICS code for the EIM Program is 541519, Other Computer Related Services.  This size standard for this code is based on average annual receipts of $21,000,000 for three (3) most recent completed fiscal years.  Based on the size standard established for EIM, please state whether or not your company is small or large.  This effort is reserved for small business so only offers from small business will be considered.
