Program Update and Follow-on

Industry Day Notification

The Electronic Systems Center, Materiel Systems Group, Business Information Systems Program Office, continues to evolve the EIM program plans and acquisition approaches.

The EIM program objective is to identify and establish contract vehicle(s) to acquire and deploy an integrated suite of Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS) products/solutions and services that enhance Air Force business operations.
This EIM capability is to be based on an integrated tool suite, to the maximum extent possible, and will provide the Air Force the capability to support electronic workflow, electronic records and document management, content management, collaboration, storage, electronic forms/publications, and knowledge management. 

In the interest of keeping our industry partners advised, this update provides the most recent draft EIM Capabilities Development Document (CDD), dated 25 Nov 03, that is being staffed for approval.  The CDD outlines the functional requirements for the integrated EIM product suite that will become available through this acquisition/contract.  We would greatly appreciate your comments on this document on or before our next industry day—currently being planned for 8 Jan 04 in Dayton, Ohio.

For your planning purposes, we anticipate finalizing our acquisition strategy by mid Jan 04, with formal RFP release in the Feb 04 timeframe.
