Industry Day

July 10, 2003

The Electronic Systems Center, Materiel Systems Group, Business Information Systems Program Office, will host an industry day meeting on July 10, 2003 – 7:30 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. at the Dayton Convention Center, Dayton OH.

This industry day is the next step following our two RFIs released in Sep 02 and Apr 03 addressing the Enterprise Information Management  (EIM) program and will facilitate the development of a Request for Proposal to acquire an enterprise suite of tools planned for release in late July 2003.

The objectives of this industry day are to engage with potential vendors to ensure the required EIM capabilities are understood and to obtained industry thoughts and feedback on program/contract management and product licensing options.

This EIM capability is to be based on an integrated set Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS) products/solutions, to the maximum possible, and will provide the Air Force the capability to support electronic workflow, electronic records and document management, content management, collaboration, storage, electronic forms/publications, and knowledge management.  For reference, the Gartner Group currently refers to this integrated capability as “Smart Enterprise Suites”. Additionally, a key functional requirement of an EIM solution is to provide the means to manage, route, and track Air Force suspenses and staff/decision packages.

The electronic forms/publications component has already been defined with a set of products known as Information Management Tools (IMT).  This product set is comprised of PureEdge (forms application) and IBM Content Manager.  The remaining EIM components must leverage and integrate with the IMT. Additionally, the EIM capability must be capable of being integrated with and accessible via the Air Force Portal (Broadvision) and the Global Combat Support System-Air Force (GCSS-AF) integration framework, and may also run on the Global Command and Control System (GCCS).

A draft EIM capabilities document and program Statement of Objectives will be posted at this site the week of 23 June 2003.
