Definition:  Combat Weapons Delivery Software (CWDS) Tool is one of the Common Capabilities required to advance the Joint Mission Planning System (JMPS) functionality to equal or greater that of legacy mission planning systems.  It will provide the mission planner with the ability to plan the weapons deliveries for a variety of non-precision guided munitions.    
Program Objectives:

· Attack profile planning for all gravity weapons (GP, CBUs, GBUs (10, 12, 16, 24, 27, 28), mines, training, nukes, rockets, 20/30 mm)

· Calculate critical weapon planning data 

· Ballistic

· Fuze

· Safe escape/separation

· Pre-release maneuver planning

· CBU patterns

· Multi ship formation attack planning

· LATIRN/Litening pod masking simulation and display

· Provide interface to the JV1 forms generator capability for Excel formatted data to generate kneeboard data cards
