CUSTOMIZE MISSION PLANNING ENVIRONMENT (MPE)

COMMON CAPABILITIES REQUIREMENTS DOCUMENT

Definition:  Provide the mission planner with enhanced capabilities to modify the environment to satisfy user preference.  Should provide the planner with the capability to add preferences for new components and adapt existing preferences and layout management to respond to user input.
Program Objectives:

Within a preference hierarchy, the mission planning system shall be able to identify system, service, squadron/company, platform/weapon, role and individual user preferences.

Tool Customization

The user shall be able to set up standard user preferred tools and components that the system will default to when the user logs on. 

Provide the capability for the user to add and delete components as required.

Provide the ability to assign access privileges to mission planners, pilots and system administrators

Provide a framework application that manages the interaction of shared platform generic and platform specific mission planning components that can be plugged into the framework to produce customized mission planning systems.  

USI Customization
The users shall be able to customize the window, menus, toolbars, and other aspects of the GUI.

The users shall be able to modify the mission planning system display and to customize it to each individual user.

Allow the user to easily customize/design the format, specify size, and magnify or reduce the graphical users interface to satisfy local requirements. 
Allow the user to customize the view of the data, limiting the data to that which is applicable to his specific planning requirements

Save and retrieve multiple customized views of data

Display pre-defined views of data combined with related databases

Develop, Save, and Display customized views of data seamlessly combined with related databases

Provide the capability for the planner/unit to specify, store and retrieve preferences such as platform type, weapons, tactical area of interest, display formats, and kneeboard card formats. Additionally the planner may specify defaults such as call sign, aircraft serial number, unit, home station, communication frequencies, IFF/SIF codes, etc.
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
