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Definition:  Provide the ability to access, manipulate, correlate, incorporate, and display appropriate mission intelligence information including orders of battle, capability assessments, and threat data and location.         
Program Objectives:

· Pull and fuse all levels of tailored intelligence products (IMINT, SIGINT, etc) needed from databases electronically and display on GI&Ss. The system must overlay FEBA, FLOT, FSCL, and other friendly, enemy and neutral boundaries and landmarks of interest.  System shall allow users to modify incoming data and overlay common capabilities.

·  Display filtered data on GI&S under user defined or default to current MIL-STD-2525B symbology

· Provide targeting information in sufficient quantity for planned and sustained operations by taking into account operational requirements and capabilities. Target intelligence includes the analysis of enemy units, disposition, composition, facilities, and systems relative to the planned mission as well as a thorough understanding of surrounding non-target structures to reduce collateral damage.       

· Provide real to near real-time direct access to relevant threat information from Sensor and GCCS threat feeds and update automatically

· Provide the mission planner with timely, accurate, and real to near real-time access to intelligence databases to assist in accurately visualizing the mission route. Intelligence will play a critical and continuous role in supporting and determining accurate locations of friendly, neutral and enemy orders of battle, as well as to collect, process, and disseminate relevant data to the JMPS.  The fusion of all-source intelligence along with the integration of other common capabilities will allow mission planners the advantages of surprise, operational security, and flexibility in route planning.

· The ability to integrate OOB and IMINT into the weapon delivery planning process

· Provide range and time in the threat exposure area and RTM (user selected altitude) along mission route.  

· Shall provide and display filtered but relevant dispositional, compositional and locational data on Friendly, Enemy and Neutral forces along mission route to include the following:

· Provide mission planners with information on Blue force assets to include:

· capabilities, CONOPS, mission objectives, ROE, timer and target perishability
