CLIN 0007 Site Survey Pricing Instructions

The Contractor shall use the below pricing instructions to establish Table B-4 unit prices.
A.  The Contractor shall perform Site Surveys that include: on-site inspection of facilities; site requirements definition; preliminary identification of placement of equipment; determination and definition of level of installation efforts; and preliminary site design.  In addition; this effort shall include the preparation and delivery of a Site Survey Report.  The report shall contain a preliminary site design that identifies the locations of the various IBDSS equipment locations and the associated communications connectivity and power sources.  Furthermore, the report shall contain a list of all Contractor tasks and Government responsibilities, if appropriate, that will have to be performed to implement the IBDSS solution.

B.  The FFPs for three levels of Site Surveys shall be provided.  The prices should not include travel or any miscellaneous costs associated with performing the surveys.  These costs will be reimbursed through cost reimbursable CLINs.  The prices should be based on the on-site labor as defined below and the effort associated with the preparation of the Site Survey Reports.  The site survey unit prices shall be included in Table B-4, Site Survey Unit Prices.

1.  Small Size Facility: A three-member team (e.g., field engineer, electrician, and electronic technician or equivalent) on-site for two to three days.

2. Medium Size Facility: A four-member team (e.g., field engineer, electrician, electronic technician, and structural engineer or equivalent) on-site for four to five days.

3.  Large Size Facility: An eight-member team (e.g., field engineer, electrician, two electronic technicians, two structural engineers, environmental technician, and a drafter or equivalent) on-site for eight to ten days.
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
