Request for Proposal (RFP) – Integrated Base Defense Security System Program (IBDSS).

1.  The Force Protection Program office of the U.S. Air Force Electronic Systems Center is accepting proposals for multiple award indefinite delivery/ indefinite quantity (IDIQ) contracts in support of the Integrated Base Defense Security System program (IBDSS).  The Government intends to award four (4) multiple award contracts (it is intended to award at least two full and open contracts and two small business set asides, but the Government reserves the right to award more, less or no contracts at all depending on the quality of the proposals received) 

2.  The IBDSS tasks required by this RFP are described Model Contract Attachment L-5, Draft Statement of Work (SOW), and Attachment 2, Statement of Objectives.  Note that the Statement of Work is provided in draft form. Offerors shall complete the Statement of Work as part of their proposal.  Offerors will also provide, as part of their proposal, an Integrated Master Plan in accordance with the instructions in Section L of the Model Contract, Instructions for Proposal Preparation.  This document shall be incorporated into the final contract as Attachment 4.  Additional requirements and specifications are incorporated into the Model Contract by reference and are listed in Section C.  The Government will provide copies of these documents to Offerors on request by CD ROM sent by Priority Mail.  Please contact Captain James Dobbs at (781) 377-3444, james.dobbs@hanscom.af.mil to receive a CD ROM.

3.  DFAR clauses 252.227-7013, Rights in Technical Data--Noncommercial Items, and 252.227-7014, Rights in Noncommercial Computer Software and Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation, will be included as part of the awarded delivery order.  Unless your quotation specifically states information to be inserted in the blanks in those two clauses, the awarded delivery order will state ‘None’.

4.  Most work will require employees to have, at a minimum, a security clearance of SECRET.  The SOW specifies the security requirements and Attachment 6, DD Form 254, Security Classification Specification describes classification requirements.  
5.  Section L of the Request for Proposal provides instructions for proposal preparation, including formatting instructions and page limits.

6.  We will hold a presentation on the cost portion of the Request For Proposal on 29 April 2003 at 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM at the Hanscom AFB, Massachusetts Conference Center, Concord Room.  Interested offerors may attend with no more than two representatives.  Please contact Captain James Dobbs to reserve a place NLT 25 April 03.  Please provide your company name; address; point of contact and the names, telephone numbers, and  e-mail addresses of all participants.  You must pre-register in order to be allowed access to Hanscom AFB.

7.  Selection of offerors to be awarded contracts will be on a best value basis.  Section M of the Request for Proposal  (Evaluation Criteria) addresses the following evaluation criteria:  1.) Mission Capability; 2.) Proposal Risk; 3.) Past Performance; and 4.) Cost/Price.  Please note that Mission Capability (Factor 1) and Past Performance (Factor 3) are of equal importance, and Proposal Risk (Factor 2) and Cost/Price (Factor 4) are of equal importance.  Additionally, Mission Capability and Past Performance are of greater importance than Proposal Risk and Cost/Price.  Mission Capability is further broken down into 5 subfactors:  1.) Equipment Delivery; 2.) site design and installation; 3.) technology insertion and integration engineering capability; 4.) sustainment; and 5.) management.  Also, note that within this factor, subfactors 1 and 2 are of equal importance to each other and more important than subfactors 3, 4, and 5.  Subfactor 5 is of greater importance than subfactors 3 and 4, which are of equal importance.  The government will evaluate your proposal based on an integrated assessment of all the criteria.
