SUBJECT:    Request for Proposal (RFP), Enterprise IT Acquisition (EITA)

1.  This RFP will be used to award contracts that will provide information technology products and services for customers of the Materiel Systems Group (MSG) and Standard Systems Group (SSG).  The objective of this requirement is to provide flexible contract(s) to procure new development, technical refresh, legacy maintenance, leverage the use of Commercial off the Shelf (COTS) products, and process improvement support for various programs.

2.  This contract will be an Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract for an initial four-year base period with three two-year award terms.  All awardees will receive a minimum order.  All awardees will be given a fair opportunity to compete for future task orders, unless the exceptions to the fair opportunity exist in accordance with FAR 16.505(b)(2) and AFFARS 5352.216-9000.  This contract will allow cost, labor hour, and firm fixed price type task orders.  This will be a full and open competition.

3.  We included a sample task which offerors will be required to propose on in accordance with Section L and M of the RFP.  The task is presented as a SAMPLE Performance Work Statement (PWS) for a Materiel Planning, Budgeting Execution (MPBE).  The offerors will not be expected to submit deliverables or propose against all aspects of the sample PWS but only those aspects called out in Section L and M of the RFP.

4.  The Government will conduct a FAR 15 agency level source selection using a best value analysis to determine the awardee(s).  Attached is a Table of Contents that contains all pertinent documents by which each Offeror will be evaluated.  The Offeror and team must be capable of performing the full range of services set forth in the SOO.  The prime contractor may add subcontractors to provide specialized skills needed to meet the requirements of individual task orders.  We plan to award multiple contracts on a best value basis.  However, we reserve the right to award to any, all or no offerors.

5.  Offerors shall include pricing on labor rates which will be incorporated into the contract and apply to labor hour task orders.  
6.  Responses must be fully responsive to all terms, conditions, and requirements of the RFP.  The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract(s) without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). However, the Government reserves the right to hold discussions if necessary.  Proposals are requested in a staggered approach.
