3. Instructions for the Price Proposal for the AN/MSN-7 Solicitation.

The offeror shall provide firm fixed prices for the Product Support Services and Spares and Repair/Maintenance (Labor) based upon the BEQ.   In section B of the schedule, offerors shall insert their prices for each of the Firm Fixed Priced (Program Support Service and Spares based upon the BEQ) Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINS); 0001AA (Basic), 0002, 0003AA (Option Year 1), 0004AA (Option Year 2), 0005AA (Option Year 3) and 0006AA (Option Year 4).  In addition, offerors shall provide Total Hourly Rates for each proposed labor category as indicated for each labor CLIN (including indirect costs and profit) for all Time and Material (Labor) CLINS. 

The Government reserves the right to request information other than cost or pricing data in accordance with FAR 15.403-3.    For consideration in developing your proposal, the best estimated labor hour quantities are shown below.

4. Instructions for the Subcontracting Plan for the AN/MSN-7 Solicitation.

Include a Subcontracting Plan in accordance with FAR 19.702. The plan must be approved by the Contracting Officer before contract award.  If the offeror is other than a small business, the offeror shall submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with FAR 52.219-9 that also identifies and specifies the extent of offeror's commitment to the participation of small businesses (SB), historically black colleges or universities (HBCU) and minority institutions (MI), Historically Underutilized Business Zones (HUBZONES) whether as joint venture members, teaming arrangement partners, or subcontractors.  If applicable, submit a copy of your approved Master Plan.  In the event the offeror has negotiated a comprehensive subcontracting plan pursuant to DFARS 219.702, the offeror must submit the information that identifies and specifies the extent of its commitment to the participation of SB, HBCU, MI and HUBZONES.

c.  Volume III - Past Performance - Each offeror shall submit a past and present performance volume with its proposal, containing past performance information in accordance with the format contained in Attachments 4 and 5. This information is required on the offeror and all subcontractors, teaming partners, and/or joint venture partners proposed to perform 25 percent of the proposed effort based on the total proposed price, or perform aspects of the effort the offeror considers critical to overall successful performance. Offerors are cautioned that the Government will use data provided by each offeror in this volume and data obtained from other sources in the evaluation of past and present performance.


The offeror shall submit, along with the information required in this paragraph, a consent letter, executed by each subcontractor, teaming partner, and/or joint venture partner, authorizing release of adverse past performance information to the offeror so the offeror can respond to such information.  For each identified effort for a commercial customer, the offeror shall also submit a client authorization letter, authorizing release to the Government of requested information on the offeror's performance.


Each offeror is requested to submit the information shown in Attachments 4 and 5 for each relevant Government contract 15 days prior to the date set for receipt of proposals. Failure to submit early proposal information will not result in offeror disqualification.


Submit information in accordance with Attachment 4: Past Performance Information on 3 or more recent contracts that you consider most relevant in demonstrating your ability to perform the proposed effort. Also include information on 3 or more recent contracts performed by each of your teaming partners and significant subcontractors that you consider most relevant in demonstrating their ability to perform the proposed effort. Include rationale supporting your assertion of relevance. Note that the Government generally will not consider performance on a newly awarded contract without a performance history or on an effort that concluded more than three years prior to this source selection.


Attachment 5, Past Performance Questionnaire.  Please forward the Customer Past Performance Questionnaires to the same customers in the Attachment 4, Past Performance Information Sheets within seven (7) days of issuance of this solicitation.  The customer shall forward the document to ESC/GAK (ATTN:  Mr. David H. Hawkins, Contracting Officer) within 14 days after receipt.

6.  Points of Contact.  The Contracting Officer and the Contract Specialist are the sole points of contact for this effort.  The Communication Central AN/MSN-7 Contracting Officer is Mr David H. Offerors who determine that the technical requirements of this RFP require clarification(s) in order to permit submittal of a responsive proposal shall submit all questions in writing within 10 days of receipt of the RFP. 8.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUBMITTING COST OR PRICING DOCUMENTATION

8.1 Introduction

These instructions are to assist you in submitting cost or pricing documentation.  The Government needs this information to evaluate the reasonableness of your proposed cost/price.  Compliance with these instructions is mandatory and failure to comply may result in an unfavorable evaluation of your proposal.  The burden of proof for cost/price credibility rests with the Offeror.

8.1.1 Cost/Price Reasonableness and Realism

These instructions are to assist you in submitting information other than cost or pricing data that is required to evaluate the reasonableness/realism of your proposed cost/price. Compliance with these instructions is mandatory and failure to comply may result in rejection of your proposal.  Note that unrealistically low or high proposed costs or prices, initially or subsequently, may be grounds for eliminating a proposal from competition either on the basis that the Offeror does not understand the requirement or has made an unrealistic proposal.  Offers should be sufficiently detailed to demonstrate their reasonableness/realism.  The burden of proof for credibility of proposed costs/prices rests with the Offeror.

8.1.2 Non-Required Data

Data beyond that required by this instruction shall not be submitted, unless you consider it essential to document or support your cost/price position. All information relating to the proposed price including all required supporting documentation must be included in the section of the proposal designated as the Cost/Price volume. Under no circumstances shall this information and documentation be included elsewhere in the proposal.

8.1.3 Cost or Pricing Information Requirements

In accordance with FAR 15.403-1(b) and 15.403-3(a), information other than cost or pricing data may be required to support price/cost reasonableness. Information shall be provided in accordance with FAR 15.403-5.  If, after receipt of proposals, the Contracting Officer determines that there is insufficient information available to determine price reasonableness/realism and none of the exceptions in FAR 15.403-1apply, the Offeror shall be required to submit cost or pricing data.

8.1.4 Rounding

All dollar amounts provided shall be rounded to the nearest dollar.  All loaded labor rates shall be rounded to the nearest penny.

8.2 Section Organization

The cost/price section shall consist of the following:

1. Introduction, Table of Contents; summary descriptions of estimating, purchasing, and accounting systems; changes to estimating, accounting practices, or CAS Disclosure Statement.

2. Information other than cost and pricing data - Offeror generated format and supporting data. Suggested formats are attached (Attachment 3, Cost Formats and Instructions for Completion).  Offerors may use their own formats.  Offerors must ensure all data in the suggested formats are contained in Offeror formats.

3.  Other information such as GFP/GFE, base support, long lead costs, termination costs, 
development/production schedule, inflation rate summary and explanation, life cycle cost, and special tooling/test equipment. List each exception to the ground rules and assumptions provided in the solicitation and each qualification of the cost/price volume, if any, and provide complete rationale.

8.3  Cost/Price Section Overview

The Cost/Price section overview shall provide comprehensive narrative support for the cost proposal.

8.3.1  Estimating Methodology

8.3.1.1 Estimating System

Provide a summary description of your standard estimating system or methods. The summary description shall cover separately each major cost element (e.g., Direct Material, Engineering Labor, Manufacturing Labor, Indirect Costs, Other Direct Costs, Overhead, G&A, etc.). Also, identify any deviations from your standard estimating procedures in preparing this proposal volume. Indicate whether you have Government approval of your system and if so, provide evidence of such approval.

8.3.1.2 Purchasing System

Provide a summary description of your purchasing system or methods (e.g., how material requirements are determined, how sources are selected, when firm quotes are obtained, what provision is made to ensure quantity and other discounts). Also, identify any deviations from your standard procedures in preparing this proposal. Indicate whether you have Government approval of your system and if so, provide evidence of such approval.

8.3.1.3 Accounting System

Indicate whether you have Government approval of your accounting system and if so, provide evidence of such approval.  Also, identify any deviations from your standard procedures in preparing this proposal.

Product Support Services:  The individual will be responsible to oversee and coordinate all activities related to the annual service agreement.

Technical Support:  This individual will be responsible for troubleshooting field returns, setup/teardown of test equipment, etc.

Engineering Support:  This individual will be responsible for providing engineering support services for all technical aspects of the Tower Restoral Vehicle contract period of performance.

Data Analysis Services:  This individual will maintain data base information such as LRU Depot Summary spreadsheets, Summary of Equipment returns etc.

Tech Order Services:  This individual will provide support for any upgrades to the 3 militarized technical manuals digitally using TM-8601F/T.

Assembly Support Services:  This individual will support services such as disassembling/assembling of equipment returned from the field and conduct repairs as required.

Minor Support Services:  These individuals will provide support services that would assist in supporting the activities listed above, such as clerical, spare parts inventory, etc.

8.3.3  Subcontractor and Interdivisional Transfer Analysis

Explain how the subcontract effort relates to the overall effort.

8.3.4  Administration Information

Provide names and addresses of the cognizant Government Defense Plant Representative Office (DPRO) or Defense Contract Management Command (DCMC) and Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) Office representatives.

8.3.5  Rate Reviews

State whether or not the proposed labor and burden rates have been reviewed by the cognizant Government Administrative Contracting Officer and approved for proposal pricing purposes.  Also state whether or not the Offeror has approved accounting, estimating and purchasing systems.

8.3.6 Government Owned Facilities

Indicate any Government-owned facilities, including production and test equipment that are in the possession of the Offeror and are planned for use in the performance of this contract.  These items shall be listed on a separate schedule that indicates each item's rental value per FAR Sections 45.1 and 45.2.

8.3.7  Equipment Charged as Direct Cost

If applicable, provide a list of tooling, fabrication, assembly and test equipment proposed to be charged as a direct cost to the contract.  For each item on the list provide an estimated cost and an explanation of how the estimated cost was derived.  If there is none of the subject equipment, so state in the cost proposal.

8.3.8 Commonality with Other Programs

Any cost reductions made in your proposal that are attributed to commonality with other programs, company funded efforts, or capitalization of equipment must be supported with the following:

  (a) Commonality - Identify the specific program(s) and why it is applicable.  Address the cost allowability and allocability of this action per FAR and your CAS Disclosure Statement.

  (b) Company-Funded Efforts - Identify the specific efforts, the planned start and end dates, the applicability to the current solicitation, the source of company funding and how you plan to account for or allocate these costs in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, and your CAS Disclosure Statement, if applicable.

  (c) Capital Equipment - Identify the specific item(s) capitalized and what other applications exist for the equipment, provide corporate approvals for each action, address the cost allowability and allocability of the action per the FAR and your CAS Disclosure Statement.

8.3.9 Probable Subcontractors

Submit a listing of the proposed probable subcontractors and inter-divisional transfers showing (a) the supplier, (b) description of effort, (c) type of contract, (d) price and hours proposed by each, and (e) price and hours included in prime's proposal to the Government.

8.4  Electronic Media

A Microsoft Excel file containing cost formats has been developed for use in evaluating your cost proposal.  This file will be posted to the HERBB site.  You are requested to enter the appropriate cost data in support of your proposed price and return a copy of the completed Excel cost formats with the hard copy of your proposal.  Any data contained in the completed Excel cost format must be consistent with the data reflected in your hard copy proposal.  All data files and electronic media delivered to the Government must be reviewed to ensure that they are virus-free.

8.5 Explanation of Cost Forms

The contracting office has devised supporting schedules/formats as examples of the data required to evaluate the reasonableness and realism of the proposed cost/price.

8.5.1 Summary Page

The Offeror shall submit a page which summarizes the total program, the basic effort (to include SubCLINs), and each priced option

8.5.2  Cost Formats

The various cost formats to be submitted as part of the cost section are provided in Attachment 1 to this instruction.  This attachment further clarifies instructions and provides samples for the Offeror's Cost/Price Section.

ATTACHMENT 1-COST FORMATS AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETION

COST FORMATS:   The various cost formats to be submitted as part of the cost proposal are provided as an attachment to this instruction.  Each of the cost formats is explained below. The prime contractor shall submit a complete set of cost formats for each CLIN and SubCLIN.  In addition, a separate, complete set of cost formats shall be submitted for each Interdivisional transfer and by each subcontractor. 


*Use of contractor-generated formats/reports is required and should be used in all instances when they contain the data required by ESC formats.  Additionally, hard copies of output reports generated by the cost model provided in response to this IFPP may be used to satisfy the cost format requirements.  A one-to-one format submittal is not required if contractor format(s) combine several ESC formats, however, summary level cost data is required.  Provide a matrix which correlates the ESC formats to contractor-provided formats/reports, or cost model outputs.

1.1 COST FORMAT AA

Cost Format AA shall be used to summarize the estimated total yearly cost of the contract's labor hour and support CLINs.  A separate Cost Format AA must be submitted for each SubCLIN.  The hourly rates must track to the hourly rates shown in the Tables in Paragraph B036 in the Model Contract.

M001 SOURCE SELECTION  

Evaluation Factors for Award 

1. The evaluation factors the Government will consider in evaluating the Offeror's capabilities and proposals for the AN/MSN-7, Communication Central sustainment contract are intended to show the scope of evaluation to be performed.  Section L, Instruction for Proposal Preparation (IFPP) of the RFP, defines the proposal elements and data required from each offeror for this evaluation.

2.  Basis for Contract Award.  This is a competitive source selection conducted in accordance with FAR 15.101-2 and AFFARS 5315.101-2, Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) methodology.  Award will be made to the lowest price, responsible offeror that meets all the minimum mandatory requirements in this solicitation. There are two general categories of selection criteria for the AN/MSN-7 Source Selection:  technical compliance and price.   After the offeror's proposal is judged to have met the minimum technical requirements, the proposed prices will be evaluated and award will be made to the responsible offeror whose offer has the lowest evaluated price, including all options.  Spares will be evaluated at the per material unit price in RFP Attachment 6 (Spares Pricing Requirements Table).


a.  Technically Acceptable Proposals.  An evaluation will be made based upon the offeror's compliance with the technical requirements of the solicitation.  Proposals will be evaluated to the extent to which the offeror's submission demonstrates an understanding of the Statement of Objectives (SOO) and the requirements contained in the Technical Requirements Document (TRD), and provides evidence that all SOO and TRD requirements will be met.


b.  Lowest Evaluated Price.  Each offeror's proposed prices will be evaluated as the sum of the FFP (Product Support Services and Spares CLINs) and T&M labor CLINs at the Best Estimated Quantity.  The evaluation will consist of all priced contract line items, including all options.  Spares will be evaluated at the per unit price in RFP Attachment 6 (Spares Pricing Requirements Table).

3.  Responsibility of the Prospective Contractor.  The offeror shall be determined responsible in accordance with FAR 9.104 and 9.106.
