i. In accordance with FAR 52.212-1(g), the government intends to award without discussions.

b. Offers will be evaluated as contained in FAR 52.212-2, Evaluation – Commercial Items.

i. The government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:  Past Performance and Price.  Proposals conforming to the solicitation will be determined technically acceptable.  Once technically acceptable proposals are determined, tradeoffs may be made between past performance and price to determine the successful offeror.  Past Performance is more important than price.

c. Representations and Certification must be completed in accordance with FAR 52.212-3, Offeror Representations and Certifications – Commercial Items.

4.  A Firm Fixed Price contract (CLIN 0002) with four (4) one-year Options (CLINs 0003 thru 0006) is contemplated.  A site visit will held on 8 September 2003.
