The Government and its contractors will be required to comply with the Infostructure Technology Reference Model (i-TRM) guidance that replaces the JTA-AF.  It provides a structured repository of mandated technical standards applicable to the Air Force community.  Like the JTA-AF, the i-TRM cites approved products and strategies for their implementation in every Air Force Communications and Information (C&I) technology area.  The following website may provide some information on i-TRM: https://itrm.hq.af.mil/
Both websites require Government sponsors in order to assign the required user name and passwords.  In order to minimize and control the number of people who have access, as well as the associated administrative burden, the Government  requests the prime teams provide only one (1) name/focal point for both of these sites.  If you are a potential PTWA prime offeror and would like a team member to have access to these sites, please send the name, organization, phone number and email address of your designated POC to dan.zehner@hanscom.af.mil by COB Friday, 19 Dec 03.  We will then send out a consolidated request.

As access to other websites become available, we’ll use these same POCs if it becomes necessary to assign usernames and passwords.  Thanks.
