1. Contents and Delivery Media

Classified data shall be provided on magnetic or optical media.  Classified data shall be handled and delivered in accordance with the DoD 5220.22-M “National Industrial Security Program – Operating Manual, dated January 1995.  COMSEC or CCI data shall be handled and packaged in accordance with NSA 90-1, NSA Industrial COMSEC Manual, October 2001.  Unless approved in advance by the AMF JTRS Program Office, unclassified versions of classified documents shall also be submitted with the classified information removed.

To utilize Livelink, the offeror will require an Internet browser (MS Internet Explorer 6.0 or later or Netscape Navigator/Communicator 5.0 or later). 2.  DD Form 1423-1 – Block 1

The data item numbers are sequential and begin with A001.  The data items with the additional annotation “/UPXX” number are for NSA internal reference and cross reference to Telecommunications Security Requirements Document (TSRD) requirements.

3. Standard Data Item Descriptions  - Block 4   

Block 4 of the DD Form 1423 contains the Data Item Description (DID) number to be followed in developing the required data.  All reference numbers appearing in block 4 correspond to DIDs listed in the U.S. Government Assist database as of June 2003.  The NSA 90000 series DIDs are not available in the Government Assist database.  They can be accessed via the Government’s Livelink website.

7.  Submittal Dates -- Blocks 10 and 13

Subsequent submittals of CDRL items shall be made not later than (NLT) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of Government comments unless otherwise specified.

8.  Correspondence

All correspondence, including electronic communications, and all DD Form 250s relating to the CDRL items shall be clearly identified with the contract number, Data Item Description (DID) number, title and subtitle of the DID, CDRL sequence number(s), distribution list showing the office symbols and the number of copies distributed; the document number and version notation, periods covered, and any other pertinent references/information.
