1.  We are pleased to provide you with a Request for Proposal (RFP) for the “Network-Centric Solutions (NETCENTS) “ acquisition.  The NETCENTS contract is a vehicle for providing Network-Centric products, solutions and services.  

2.  As part of our on-going effort to streamline the acquisition information processes and achieve a paperless acquisition, the RFP will be posted electronically via the Hanscom Electronic Bulletin Board (HERBB) Website at http://www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil/, FedBizOps website at http://www.fedbizopps.gov/, and the NETCENTS website at https://web1.ssg.gunter.af.mil/AFITC/NetCents/NetCents_default.asp. 

3.  Although the RFP and related documents explain the requirements in detail, your attention is directed to the following features of this acquisition:

a.  This is a full and open competitive acquisition for 4 anticipated awards and an additional anticipated 3 awards reserved for small businesses.  A best value source selection will be conducted in accordance with AFARS 5315.3 Source Selection (Agency level) and the AFMCFARS thereto.

    b.  We contemplate awarding seven Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity contracts for this acquisition.  Firm-Fixed-Price and Fixed-Price-Incentive-Fee CLINs (Line Items 0001, 0003, & 0005); Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee, Cost-Plus-Incentive-Fee and Cost-Plus-Award Fee Options CLINs (Line Item 0002), Labor Hours CLINs (Line Item 0004), Not Separately Priced CLINs (CLIN 0006) and Cost Reimbursement CLINs for travel and materials (Line Items 0007) will be included in the contracts for the Execution Phase of this acquisition.

    c.  The Government reserves the right to award any number or no contracts at all, depending on the quality of the proposal(s) submitted.  The contract will consist of a “basic contract” for a 3- year basic period and 2 one-year option periods.    

    d. It is very important to note that proposals will be submitted in multiple parts (Split Submission). Proposals must be delivered to the location(s) specified in the Instructions for Proposal Preparation (IFPP), Section L of the RFP. Volume IV of the proposal shall be submitted by 1600 PM (CST) on 15 April 2004.  Volumes I, II, III,and V of the proposal shall be submitted by 1600 PM (CST) on 21 April 2004.  The total proposal may be submitted with the past performance volume if you desire.
    e.  Offerors should indicate their businesses size status (e.g. Large, Small, 8(a), etc.) in Vol III of the proposal submission.

    f.  Multiple and/or alternate proposals from the same submitter will not be evaluated. Each submitting offeror should submit a single, compliant proposal.

    g.  Award may be made without discussions.

    h.  For planning purposes only, the anticipated award date is 29 September 2004.
4.  If you submit a proposal, you must:

    a.  Complete Blocks 15A, B, C, 16, and 18 of Standard Form 33.  An authorized representative should sign in Block 17.

    b.  Fill out and ensure completeness of the "Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors" in Section K of the RFP.

    c.  Submit a “Small Business Subcontracting Plan” in accordance with FAR 52.219-09 and DFARS 252.219-7003.  Offerors may submit a Corporate level Comprehensive Subcontracting Plan.

5.  Your proposal should be unclassified to the maximum extent possible.  Classified information up to the SECRET level shall be contained in annexes to the proposal volumes.  The Government does not believe a competitive proposal would require submission of any classified information.  If you disagree, please notify the undersigned no later than 5 days after release of the RFP so that proper arrangements can be made.
