	Identifies incoming interfaces for Increment 1 as known at this time.



	6 – Phase 1 – Outgoing Interfaces

	
	Identifies outgoing interfaces for Increment 1 as known at this time.



	7 – ABSS Forms Requirements

	
	Identifies the forms currently used by ABSS to enter requisitions, etc. into the system.  Should be used to judge user expectations for the GUI for this function in DEAMS.  Exact requirements will be developed/refined as part of the development process.



	8 – High-Level User Roles

	
	Identifies roles as currently projected.



	9 – Value Added Summary

	
	Identifies the “Valued Added” requirements from the JFMIP process.  It is assumed that COTS products meet all the mandatory requirements.  The government would like participant’s help in determining the risk for COTS products to provide these value added capabilities.
