SUBJECT: Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS) Synopsis

DESC: NO SOLICITATION DOCUMENT EXISTS AT THIS TIME.  REQUESTS FOR A SOLICITATION DOCUMENT WILL RECEIVE NO RESPONSE.  The Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS) Program Office, Materiel Systems Group (MSG), Wright-Patterson Air Force Base intends to release a request for proposal for Commercial-off-the-Shelf (COTS) software as described in this synopsis.  The preferred method for acquiring this COTS product is from the Enterprise Software Initiative (ESI) Enterprise Software Agreement (ESA) or from a General Services Administration (GSA) Schedule.

 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:  The Materiel Systems Group (MSG) at Wright-Patterson AFB in support of United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) and the United States Air Force (USAF) is contemplating a single contract award for a commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) package or an integrated suite of COTS tools (hereafter referred to as COTS package).  This initiative has been named the Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS) and will support the Accounting and Financial Management functions of the USTRANSCOM, the USAF and the Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS).  DEAMS has the potential to expand functionality to other Department of Defense (DoD) agencies. 

The main objective of DEAMS is to implement standardized business processes that have been re-engineered around industry best business practices and Chief Financial Officer (CFO) Act compliant standard financial software to collect and provide accurate information near real-time.  

The COTS package must be compliant with the Joint Financial Management Improvement Process (JFMIP), hold CFO certification for financial systems, demonstrate compliancy with the Office of Secretary of Defense (OSD) Business Management Modernization Program (BMMP), Business Enterprise Architecture (BEA), and be capable of integration into the Global Combat Support System (GCSS).   Proof of JFMIP compliance must be provided at time of proposal submission. The COTS package should also demonstrate the ability to offer a thin client, web-based solution that can be accessed via a single point of entry. 

The COTS package should support the key requirements of DEAMS such as (but not limited to:  General Ledger, Funds Control and Budget Execution, Accounts Receivable, Billing and Collections, Purchase Requests/Commitments, Obligations, Revenue, Receipts, Accounts Payable, Management Reporting, Cost Accounting, Cost Management, Analysis and Decision Support, Project Tracking, multiple system interfaces (logistics, acquisition, property, DFAS legacy systems, etc.), and On-Line Analytical Processing (OLAP) capabilities. 

It is anticipated that the formal solicitation will be released mid-June 2004.  The solicitation will provide details concerning this acquisition, including submittal requirements for the technical and cost proposal and a description of a possible conference room demonstration that offerors will be required to participate.  The Government expects to include support contractors in the evaluation process as technical advisors. 

The Small Business Administration (SBA) uses the North American Industry

Classification System (NAICS) Codes to establish size standards on an industry-by-industry basis.  The NAICS code for the Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS) Program is 511210, Software Publishers.  This size standard for this code is based on average annual receipts of $21,000,000 for three most recent completed fiscal years.
