Background: 

In order to submit a proposal for the DEAMS COTS package, contractors product must be compliant with the Joint Financial Management Improvement Process (JFMIP), hold CFO certification for financial systems, demonstrate compliancy with the Office of Secretary of Defense (OSD) Business Management Modernization Program (BMMP), Business Enterprise Architecture (BEA), and capable of integration into the Global Combat Support System (GCSS).   Proof of JFMIP qualification must be provided at time of proposal submission. The COTS package should also demonstrate the ability to offer a thin client, web-based solution that can be accessed via a single point of entry.   
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
