SUBJECT:   Draft Request for Proposal (RFP) for FA8770-04-R-0029; Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS)

PLEASE NOTE:  The attached document is a draft RFP for the DEAMS acquisition.  This acquisition strategy for DEAMS has not yet been approved.  Accordingly, the matters addressed in this draft RFP may, and probably will, change.  Contractors should not rely on this draft document in any manner in preparation for potential participation in the DEAMS acquisition.  This draft RFP is only being used to generate input from contractors and contractors should not use its contents for any other purpose.

1.  This letter and attachments represent an invitation to respond with a proposal for commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software license(s) and maintenance in support of the Defense Enterprise Accounting and Management System (DEAMS) program. 

2.  The purpose of DEAMS is to support United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM), United States Air Force (USAF) and other potential Department of Defense (DoD) agency financial processes and functions, and correcting or alleviating system deficiencies without degrading operational capabilities.  By interacting with government systems DEAMS will provide for the major functions of a core financial system as defined in Federal Financial Management System Requirements (FFMSR-1), “Core Financial System Requirements,” November 2001.  The core financial system consists of the procedures necessary to maintain system-processing rules consistent with established accounting policy.  DEAMS will support the accounting and finance community by implementing a COTS product solution that is Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) qualified.

3.  Offerors shall propose prices for developer and user (production) licenses in accordance with the attached Contract Line Item Number (CLIN) structure (Atch 7).  CLIN 0003 represents the total number of licenses required for the USAF, but the government anticipates acquiring USAF licenses over time.  If Offerors believe that the Government’s recommended CLIN structure is not appropriate, they are encouraged to propose prices and CLIN structure that best fits their Enterprise Software Initiative (ESI) Enterprise Software Agreement (ESA) and/or General Services Administration (GSA) Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) quantity and pricing structure.

4.  Offerors shall propose standard continuing software maintenance for the COTS licenses proposed.  The software maintenance shall include:  all patches, enhancements, upgrades and software releases (new versions).  Additionally, this maintenance includes all services necessary to ensure the vendor’s product is JFMIP qualified, free from defects in engineering, undocumented features, and software “bugs”.  The government does not intend to pay additional maintenance fees for expenses related to maintaining JFMIP qualification, new software releases, product upgrades, or support necessary to fix defects in the Software.  Software maintenance must be purchased on an annual basis based on the price, terms and conditions outlined in the GSA FSS and ESI ESA.

5.  It is anticipated that the initial order and subsequent orders will be placed on a Firm Fixed Price (FFP) basis as applicable.  The estimated date of award is: ____TBD___________________
6.  Attached to this RFP is a Statement of Objectives (SOO) (Atch 1) that covers the scope of work.  No Statement of Work is expected or required to be submitted as a result of this RFP.

7.   All Offerors should provide technical and price proposals in accordance with the attached Instructions to Offerors (Atch 2).  Request a firm fixed price type proposal be submitted with discounts, as applicable, from ESI ESA or GSA FSS prices.  

8.  The Government will determine which proposal provides the most advantageous offer to satisfy the requirements of this solicitation based on the integrated assessment of each proposal.  This selection will be based on the attached evaluation criteria (Atch 3).   The Offeror that is determined to be the best value to the Government utilizing the attached evaluation criteria will be issued the initial task order and all future orders.  The Government reserves the right to award to other than the Offeror with the lowest price, incorporating an assessment of Best Value into the final decision.  The Government reserves the right to award without discussions.

9.  A copy of your ESA and/or GSA schedule including the front page of the schedule showing period of performance, the rate schedule and description of license categories and a copy of your license agreement shall be included with your submission.  In addition to the documents previously identified, please include a copy of your JFMIP qualification certificate with your proposal.

10.  This RFP contains the following clauses, which will be included in the award document in full text.  

· FAR 52.204-2 Security Requirements

· The requirement to execute an Associate Contractor Agreement (ACA) with the Systems Integrator(s) (TBD)

11.  Offerors are advised that award is contingent upon the availability of funds.

12.  All information contained herein is posted on the Hanscom Electronic Request for proposal Bulletin Board (HERBB), which can be found at http://www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil/.  No individual notification will be provided on any amendment to this RFP; therefore, it is recommended that you register on HERBB, which should automatically notify you of any new postings to the web site.  The Government is not responsible if you are not notified of changes.  You are responsible to check back to the site often to ensure that you are current and have all information posted.  

13.  Any Offeror anticipating having Foreign Nationals supporting their Conference Room Fly-off shall comply with the requirements in the Additional Procedures at Atch 3-2.

14.  Technical proposals are due on _____TBD________ at 14:00 (Eastern Time).  The Price proposal volume is due on _______TBD_______ at 14:00 (Eastern Time).  The Government requires one paper original proposal plus two copies and two CD ROMs.  Proposals received after the date and time specified will be considered LATE and WILL NOT be evaluated.
