This is a notice of intent to release a Request for Proposals within 15 days. This acquisition is in support of fulfilling a Foreign Military Sales (FMS) requirement for providing 34 man-years of Contractor Engineering Support (CETS) to the Royal Saudi Air Force (RSAF) for the operation, maintenance and support of their C4I Systems each year for up to three (3) years. The requirement will be for highly-educated engineers and specialists, who have considerable experience in various aspects of present RSAF Command and Control hardware, software, and communications sub-systems, as well as Tactical Units equipment and systems that are also elements of the RSAF C4I System.
