This announcement constitutes a notice to all potential offerors that on or about 12 March 2004, the Strategic Command and Control Systems Program Office anticipates the release of a Request for Proposal on the HERBB website (www.herbb.hanscom.af.mil). This will be issued under solicitation number FA8722-04-R-0003 for Research & Development for Integrated Strategic Planning and Analysis Network Modernization Architecture and Integration (ISPAN Mod A&I). This will be an evolutionary acquisition using spiral development.  It will also include Operations and Sustainment (O&S) of the developed software once it’s delivered to production.  Further, Operations and Sustainment efforts for extant software of the following legacy applications will be included: Theater Integrated Planning Systems, Data Management Services, and Document Production System. The potential for work related to the C2 Software O&S to include EDB Database Administration, Data Services, and Additional ISPAN Extant Product Line O&S also exists. The estimated dollar value of this effort is $370M.  This program is classified and the DRAFT DD Form 254, Contract Security Classification Specification, cites SECRET Clearance and Safeguarding and includes SIOP-ESI Information. The DD Form 254 will be posted with the RFP.  The place of performance will be USSTRATCOM at Offutt AFB, NE, and the appropriate contractor facilities. Offerors will be provided 30 days to respond to the RFP. Telephone requests for the RFP will not be accepted.  RFP requests will be accepted through the Contracting Officer via e-mail.  Firms responding to this request shall indicate whether they are a large business, small business, very small business, small disadvantaged business, 8(a) concern, women-owned business, HUBzone small business, veteran-owned small business, or service-disabled veteran-owned small business.  Respondents must specify whether they are a U.S. or foreign-owned firm.  Interested Contractors desiring to do business with the Air Force shall be register in the DoD Central Contracting Reports System.  Interested Contractors should ensure any potential Organizational Conflicts of interest have been, or are in the process of being mitigated.  This NOCA does not constitute a Request for Proposal and it does not restrict the Government as to the ultimate acquisition approach, nor should it be construed as a commitment by the Government.
