1. Documented experience within the last 3 years that demonstrate the contractor, as primary maintainer/developer, has experience delivering and maintaining data warehouse capability in support of depot maintenance performance measurement and process improvement.

2. The contractor must demonstrate the ability to provide a complete staff by 1 November 2004.  

Contractor shall demonstrate that this staff  has experience and qualifications as follows:

a) Program Management.  Manage team performance against cost, schedule, and performance requirements.  Create and update schedules using MS Project.  Provide technical direction to all technical and functional team members.  Approve project-level logical and physical data models and integrate project-level data models with Q303 integrated model.  Have working knowledge of Depot Maintenance and Supply systems, Air Force Knowledge Service technical architecture, and AFMC modernization plans.

b) Database Design/Data Modeling.  Skills should include a strong grasp of Oracle relational database design concepts.  Experience required with design and optimization of database tables, views, and materialized views to deliver.  Experience required with the design and maintenance of logical and physical data models using the ERwin data modeling tool.  Experience with Structured Query Language (SQL) in both query development and in creation and modification of database structures is highly desired.  Experience with Quest Software TOAD software tool desired.  Knowledge of maintenance requirement, production execution, backorder, awaiting parts, material standards, job order management, labor standards and other data used with the depot maintenance community is required.

c) Cognos Development.  Extensive experience in the development and administration of a Cognos reporting environment, to include specifically the Cognos Series 7 suite (Impromptu, PowerPlay, Impromptu Web Reports, PowerPlay Enterprise Server, Upfront, Cognos Query, Architect, Visualizer, NoticeCast, and Access Manager).  Experience or training with Cognos ReportNet is required.  Experience should include the design, implementation, and administration of Impromptu catalogs;  design and administration of user profiles, roles, and permissions through the catalog and Access Manager;  development, troubleshooting, and optimization of queries and standard reports in Impromptu;  and development of On Line Analytical Processing (OLAP) products using PowerPlay.

d) Web/Server Administration.  Experience in the following areas:

Front End:  Maintain front end pages for development and production web sites including Q303 documentation, ICDs, subject area descriptions, FAQs, external links, graphics, etc.

Access Manager:  Maintain/administer web user accounts for production web site; maintain/administer developer & web accounts for development web site and Cognos development environment.

PowerPlay Enterprise Server:  Post/update PowerPlay cubes and reports to development and production web sites; maintain server configuration/operation.

Impromptu Web Reports:  Post/update Impromptu reports to development and production web sites maintain server configuration/operation.

Cognos Query:  Build and post ad-hoc query packages for all functional areas on development and production web sites; maintain server configuration/operation.

Cognos ReportNet:  Maintain server configuration/operation.

Visualizer:  Post/update Visualizer reports to development and production web sites; maintain server configuration/operation.

NoticeCast:  Maintain server configuration/operation.

Miscellaneous:  Schedule Cognos Powercube updates.  Move cubes to development and production web site and client-server system after ensuring successful cube regeneration.

e) Configuration Management.  Experience in implementing a configuration management system to include software configuration, document management and requirements traceability.  Experience in conducting Configuration Control Boards and maintenance of configuration status accounting records in accordance with MSG OSSP guidance.  Documentation management experience should include management and version control of technical documentation using an automated version control software package.  Proficient in the use of the Information System Management Tool (ISMT) and the Computer System Requirements Document management process.

f) Functional Analysis.  Experience in DoD or Air Force depot maintenance business processes and data systems.  Experience in determining functional data requirements and working with Interface Control Document (ICD) data specifications utilizing the Corporate Data Repository System (CDRS).
