STATEMENT OF WORK

0.0. SCOPE:  Furnish all parts, labor, materials, tools, equipment and transportation necessary to disassemble and reconfigure existing Herman Miller Systems Furniture and to provide, deliver and install refurbished Herman Miller Systems Furniture as required.
1.0. LOCATION:  Building 1606, second floor located at , Hanscom AFB, MA, 01731. 

2.0.  PRINCIPLE FEATURES:  The electrical must meet or exceed all Local, State, and Federal Codes.

3.0.  WORK BEGIN DATE:  Estimated start date is to be determined depending on product availability etc.  Contractor will be given minimum 24 hours notice by the Contracting Officer of any change in schedule.  

4.0.  SUPERVISOR:  The contractor shall have a supervisor on site at all times during work.

5.0.   PROTECTION OF GOVERNMENT PROPERTY:  The contractor shall be responsible for protecting all government and personal property from damage during performance of the work. 

6.0.  MATERIALS:  The contractor shall furnish all materials except where identified as government furnished.  The contractor shall furnish and deliver 100 moving boxes and labels.  

7.0.  CLEANUP: Contractor shall clean up the job site completely.  The contractor shall remove debris to include unusable/excess system furniture from the work area and Hanscom AFB.  The use of government dumpsters is not permitted.  Any roll-off brought to the site shall be allowed in a location reasonably proximate to the site considering current security requirements to be determined by the Contracting Officer.  

8.0.   PRODUCTS/MATERIALS:  The contractor shall provide blankets, pads, dollies, and all materials necessary for the purpose of moving furniture if necessary.  

9.0.   WORK TO BE ACCOMPLISHED:  The work shall be completed as outlined below.  
a.
All electrical work shall be performed as designed on the plans and meet the requirements of the most recent version of the National Electric Code.

There shall not be more than two workstations per a dedicated 20 Amp. circuit.

There will be no shared neutral.  Every two workstations shall have a dedicated neutral.  

(3)
All wiring shall be in conduits, sized and installed in accordance with 2002 NEC

(4)
The contractor shall modify the existing power distribution panels or add additional panels as needed to accommodate the power requirements as specified above.  The modification may include but not limited to additional distribution sub panels, adding breakers to existing panels, etc.

10.0.   SECURITY.  The contractor shall coordinate at least two (2) days prior to the start of the project with the Contracting Officer or its designee to obtain a Security Pass for base access and access to building 1606. 
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
