Global Air Traffic Management (GATM) V Industry Days

The United States Air Force (USAF) Electronic Systems Center (ESC) Global Air Traffic Management (GATM) System Program Office (ESC/GAT) will be hosting a set of industry days on 15-17 June 2004 in the Hanscom Conference Center, Building 1102, Hanscom AFB, MA 01731 in anticipation of releasing a Request for Quote for a GATM V Solicitation in Fiscal Year 2005.  The morning session on 15 June will begin at 9:00 AM Eastern Daylight Time (EDT) and will be the USAF’s opportunity to provide additional information about the GATM V capabilities being sought, discuss in an open forum the USAF’s requirements for current and new technologies, and introduce members of the GATM Team.  Individual one-on-one vendor sessions will begin at 1:00 PM EDT until 4:00 PM in one half hour increments (six sessions) on 15 June and from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM EDT and 1:00 PM to 4:00 PM EDT on 16 and 17 June (fourteen sessions on each day). For the one-on-one individual sessions, a potential vendor may have up to five persons in attendance.  Due to increased security requirements, all visitors must be processed through the Vandenberg Gate Visitors Center off the Route 2A entrance to Hanscom AFB. Potential vendors are strongly encouraged to plan for additional time to be processed for access to the base and to receive a vehicle pass when attending scheduled meetings. All questions and answers will be posted on an anonymous basis (i.e., potential vendor asking question will not be identified). Attending the industry days will not obligate the Government in any manner, nor will the Government reimburse contractors for any costs associated with travel and attendance of this conference.
