2. Purpose of RFI. PowerBuilder Application Conversion to a GCSS-AF Level 4 Compliant Architecture.  The purpose of the RFI is to help determine the feasibility of converting the Air Force Maintenance systems currently implemented in some version of PowerBuilder into a Global Combat Support System – Air Force (GCSS-AF) Level 4 compliant application such as to either J2EE or .NET; the availability of commercial tools and services to perform such a conversion; and the return on investment (ROI) of such a conversion. The focus for this effort is the Depot Maintenance System Integration (DMSI) applications, but other applications within the Integrated Logistics (IL) domain may also be converted.  The RFI describes the systems to be converted, the underlying architecture of the current applications and some of the technologies that were used. 

3. Only interested/capable potential offerors need respond. Responses are requested back to the Government thirty (30) days after release of public RFI. Responses are requested back to the Government thirty (30) days after release of public RFI, no later than 11 June 2004.

4. Vendors must provide a brief, non-binding statement of interest indicating that, if at a future date, some conversion involving conversions of applications developed using PowerBuilder into applications based on either J2EE or .NET, that the vendor envisions participating.

5. Questions and/or clarifications will be discussed between the Contracting Officer and Focal Point. Responses to discussions will be posted to a web site.

6. Responses to RFI shall be no more than ten (10) pages, Font will be Times New Roman, 12 point font size, with 1” margins.  Cover page and any supplemental materials/attachments are not included in page limitation.

7. The Government will not release any code or request any demos in conjunction with the RFI; therefore, a non-disclosure agreement is not necessary.
