This Sources Sought Synopsis is in support of  market research being conducted by the Air Force to identify capable potential sources interested in performing DMAPS IE maintenance.

MSG is requesting information from Small Business contractors who can maintain DMAPS IE.  The contractor’s submittal shall be in 7 pages or less in Times New Roman 12 font with one-inch margins.  Contractors responding to this Request for Information/Sources Sought Synopsis shall submit the following information to:

1. Documented experience within the last 3 years that demonstrate that the contractor has maintained (as the primary maintainer/developer) and has the ability to maintain by 1 October 2004 a system of over 2 million lines of code.

2. The contractor must demonstrate that he has the ability to produce a staff by 1 October 2004 with experience in Oracle 9i, RDBMS, PL/SQL, JAVA, XML, HTML, NET 8 TCP/IP, SQL Plus, Oracle Objects, COGNOS (Impromptu and Web Reports) on UNIX and NT platforms.  

3. The contractor shall demonstrate that the division that will maintain the DMAPS IE is certified at CMMI Level III or higher.  

4. The contractor shall demonstrate that they have experience maintaining multiple interfaces across multiple Department of Defense organizations.  DMAPS IE has over 200 interfaces with 42 legacy systems.   

5. The contractor shall demonstrate that they have the ability to have a fully functioning system maintenance office within 25 miles of Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio within 30 days of contract award.  Anticipated contract award is 1 October 2004.  

6. Documented experience within the last 3 years demonstrating that the contractor has maintained a Mission-Critical 24/7 system. 

7. The contractor shall demonstrate that they have the ability to maintain a Mission-Critical 24/7 system by 15 October 2004 as described hereinabove.

8. Company’s business size, status (i.e., small business, 8(a), HUB Zone, women owned, etc.)

9. Current customers POC, addresses, phone number, service(s) provided.

Any information submitted by respondents to this synopsis is strictly voluntary.  This synopsis does not constitute a Request for Proposals (RFP) or an Invitation for Bids (IFB), nor does its issuance restrict the Government as to its ultimate acquisition approach.
